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During September 11-19th | had
the opportunity to go to Haiti with
Aaron Sherrick and spend the
week with Espérandieu and his
family. It was my first trip to Haiti
and an amazing experience. |
have felt that God was asking me
to invest my time and nursing
skills into the community of
Chambrun and the Nehemiah
Christian Academy.

We held a clinic for the children
at the school and were able to do
an exam and start a medical
chart on most of the children. We
administered de-worming drugs,
scabies treatments and vision
testing. | was also able to do
some teaching with the students
on hygiene, and educate the
teachers on basic care of the
kid’'s medical needs. We were

forward to this being
the first of many clinics that we
will have for the kids and the
community. | can see that God
is providing so much for
Nehemiah already. The people
of Chambrun are very grateful
for everything that we have
been able to do for them and |
found them to be very loving
and kind.
